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OHSAA SELECTS 101 SCHOOLS AS RECIPIENTS OF THE
HAROLD A. MEYER SPORTSMANSHIP AWARD

COLUMBUS, Ohio — For the second straight year, an all-time high of 101 high schools and 7th-
8th grade schools have been selected as recipients of the Ohio High School Athletic Association Harold
A. Meyer Award for Sportsmanship, Ethics and Integrity. The awards are presented to schools that
demonstrate they have completed an eight-part program that promotes sportsmanship, ethics and
integrity in their schools and communities.

The 2005-06 recipients were selected by the OHSAA’s Sportsmanship, Ethics and Integrity
Committee. The awards began in 1992 and are named in honor of the late Harold A. Meyer, commis-
sioner of the OHSAA from 1969 to 1977. Winners are presented a banner at a school assembly or ath-
letic event.

Ninety-one schools were repeat winners from last year, when a then-record high 101 schools won
the award. Three high schools — Bay Village Bay, Brookville and Painesville Riverside — have been
recipients all 15 years since the awards began.

All 10 schools in the Western Buckeye League won the award for the ninth consecutive year and the
16 schools in the Columbus City League each won the award for the fourth straight year. The Western
Buckeye League schools are Celina, Defiance, Elida, Kenton, Lima Bath, Lima Shawnee, Ottawa-
Glandorf, St. Marys Memorial, Van Wert and Wapakoneta. The Columbus City League schools are
Africentric Secondary School, Beechcroft, Briggs, Brookhaven, Centennial, East, Eastmoor Academy,
Independence, Linden McKinley, Marion-Franklin, Mifflin, Northland, South Urban Academy, Walnut
Ridge, West and Whetstone.
