She should then return to her place in 
the line facing the crowd.  The manager will be presented an award followed by a 
plaque to the coach.  At this time, the captains should come forward to accept the 
championship trophy. 

 
 4 - Coaches are expected to require their teams to remain on the playing field for both 

the runner-up and championship awards presentations. 
 
 5 - It is expected that good sportsmanship will prevail before, during and after the
